Although we live in developed country with a shiglting
industry, the shipyard whom we have a contractter
conversion of the Africa Mercy, have never beere ablfully
manage this project and once again their failirggeh
resulted in the ship not being ready to sail. Tiais been one
of the most disappointing factors in preparingAlfieca
Mercy for service.

What wascena train
deck now houses six operating theatres, a 78 bedi with
intensive care facilities, CT scanners, X-ray maekiand a
whole host of medical equipment and services. Gatuin
480 crew have been painstakingly designed and Wiifitthe
requirements of the crew being taken into constitara
Laundries, galleys, offices, IT and communicatiervies
have all been constructed. Behind all of this aw fire
detection and alarm systems, sprinkler and firemai

ventilation and heating ducts. The list goes omwmritruly
believe that the labours of the last few years rgip
rewards for many years to come as the ship startsinistry.

Participants of the Discipleship Training Schoaotsl the
Missions Adventure programs also have the oppdstuai
build a home.

My role will be that of coordinator for the HomesHope
program. | will be responsible for coordinating thik visiting
teams and the construction process for over 156ekom
annually within the Ensenada area. With over 3000

participants, | hope to provide a missions expeeciat
brings a fulfilling time for the teams, along sitthe Christian
message of a loving God to the recipients of a heme.
Typically the ministry builds 3 to 4 homes each ke, but
on the ‘Go Big’ events as many as 13 homes will be
constructed in just 2 days!!! This new job will &e exciting
challenge in my return to field ministry providihgpe to
those less fortunate than ourselves. | am currgidlyning to
fly to the US on the Z1August in preparation to start the
autumn house building season.
